Markmid YRKJU er a0 veita
tonskaldum hagnyta reynslu 4 fyrri hluta starfsferils peirra — braa bilid milli haskélanams og
starfsferils. Verkefnid undirbyr tonskaldin fyrir faglega vinnu med sterri hljomsveitum, hatidum og
00rum listastofnunum hérlendis og erlendis. Tonskaldin fa pannig taekifzri til ad proa hefileika og
listreenan metnad, fa starfsreynslu og mynda mikilvag tengsl innan tonlistargeirans.

YRKIJA felur i sér radgjafaviotol i Tonverkamidstod um starfsferil
tonskaldsins asamt pvi ad standa ad fundum allra YRKJU-tonskaldanna par sem pau deila reynslu
sinni af verkefninu og skiptast & hugmyndum.

YRKJA med Sinfoniuhljomsveit fslands veitti premur tonskaldum — peim Finni Karlssyni, brani
Hjalmarssyni og Poérunni Grétu Sigurdardottur — taekifzeri til ad vinna med hljomsveitinni undir
handleidslu Daniels Bjarnasonar tonskalds og hljomsveitarstjora. Pessi timi med Sinfoniuhljomsveit
[slands hefur veitt peim einstakt taekifzeri til ad proa feerni sina i ad semja verk fyrir stora hljomsveit
og vinna med hljodfeeraleikurum i sérstokum toénskaldastofum, dsamt pvi ad pau hafa fengio innsyn
i innra starf hljomsveitarinnar. Afraksturinn eru prju gleny, islensk hljomsveitarverk sem frumflutt
verda & Myrkum musikdégum 2017.

YRKIJA nytur styrkja fra Reykjavikurborg og Tonskéaldasjodi RUV.

YRKIA is a career development programme for new Icelandic composers managed by the Iceland
Music Information Centre. The programme pairs selected composers with relevant music institutes
and the goal is to provide the composers with practical experience at the start of their careers, to
prepare them for professional work with orchestras, festivals and other art institutes both at home
and abroad. YRKIJA focuses on the creative process. It allows the composers both to develop their
skills and artistic ambitions as well as form valuable connections within the cultural sector, while at
the same time providing them with professional experience.

YRKIA focuses on the process of composition and its participants are encouraged to develop their
creative techniques and ideas. The programme includes advice through interviews at the Iceland
Music Information Centre and the Centre also provides all participating composers the opportunity
to meet, exchange ideas and share their experiences of the programme.

YRKIJA, with the Iceland Symphony Orchestra, provided three emerging Icelandic composers —
Finnur Karlsson, Prainn Hjalmarsson and Porunn Gréta Sigurdardoéttir — with a unique opportunity
to work with a full symphony orchestra under the mentorship of Daniel Bjarnason, composer, con-
ductor and ISO’s Artist in Residence. During the programme, they worked closely with orchestral
members, acquainted themselves with the inner workings of the orchestra and developed their skills
in composing works for large symphonic orchestra — a working period which culminated in the three
new works which will be premiered at Dark Music Days, 2017.

Recent and upcoming commissions include works for the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra, Rambert Dance Company, Britten Sinfonia, Jennifer Koh, So Percussion and
the Calder Quartet. Daniel is writing his first opera for the Danish National Opera in Aarhus and
will be premiered in August 2017 as part of the Aarhus — Culture Capital of Europe celebrations.
Based on the Susanne Bier film Brothers, the opera will be directed by Kasper Holten, and Steffen
Aarfing will create the stage design. The librettist is Kerstin Perski.

Daniel Bjarnason’s music has been performed by conductors such as Gustavo Dudamel, John Adams
James Conlon, André de Ridder, Louis Langrée and Ilan Volkov. Daniel’s versatility has also led to
collaborations with a broad array of musicians outside the classical field including Sigur Rés, Brian
Eno, Efterklang and Ben Frost.

Hjalmarsson’s music has been described by critics as “introvert, a bit ambient, beautifully made,
[and] delicate.”, in addition of being “fascinating and enchanting!”.

Hjalmarsson’s music has been performed worldwide on various occasions by performers, orchestras
and ensembles worldwide such as Basel Sinfonietta, BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra, Reykjavik
Chamber Orchestra, Iceland Symphony Orchestra, CAPUT, Njuton, Athelas sinfonietta, Uusinta
Ensemble, Ensemble Klang and Nordic Affect to name a few. At festivals such as Cycle 2015 — Mu-
sic and art festival, Nordlichter Biennal, CULTURESCAPES 2015 — Island, Tectonics Music Festi-
val in Glasgow and Reykjavik, Dark Music Days and at Peripheriberry concert series among others.
Hjalmarsson studied composition at the Iceland Academy of the Arts and the Royal Conservatory
in Den Haag from 2009-2011 and is a current member of the Icelandic composers’ collective
S.L.AT.UR. (Society of Artistically Obtrusive Composers around Reykjavik) and curator of the
contemporary music concert series, Hljodon (English: Phonemes) at Hafnarborg Museum.
Collaboration is a large part of Hjalmarsson’s artistic work. Collaborating with various musicians,
designers and visual artists on various projects. There amongst is the development of the musical
instrument, Thranophone, in collaboration with the visual artist Halldér Ulfarsson and composer
Ingi Gardar Erlendsson, and collaboration on the video work, ‘RELIEF’ (2015), with the visual artist
Sigurdur Gudjonsson, to name a few.
